After two years of self-evaluation and preparation involving 175 faculty,
staff, students and board members, plus a four-day visit from 11 California
community college faculty members and administrators, Citrus College
received a reaffirmation of accreditation from the Accrediting Commission
for Community and Junior Colleges, Western Association of Schools and
Colleges (ACCJC/WASC).

This reaffirmation of accreditation validated the college’s effective-
ness in meeting its institutional mission and the standards set for in-
stitutional accreditation.

College Earns National and State Level Recognition

The importance of America’s community colleges has garnered national
attention as key contributors to economic recovery and as viable pathways to
higher education and job training.

First, the college was named one of the nation’s top degree and certificate
producing two-year institutions by Community College Week. This national
publication ranked Citrus College among the top 100 producers in the number of
associate degrees awarded to Hispanic students; two-year certificates awarded
to Asian students; associate degrees in liberal arts; and associate degrees (all
disciplines) awarded to minority students.

The Hispanic Outlook in Higher Education, the premier Hispanic educational
magazine for the higher education community, featured Citrus College in its
annual community college issue. The college ranked in the top 50 of three
categories: community colleges awarding the most associate degrees to
Hispanics, Hispanic student full-time enroliment, and the number of full-time '. Te Col eges.

On a state level, the college reported positive results in the 2010 Accountability
Reporting for the California Community Colleges (ARCC). In this annual report
to the Legislature from the California Community Colleges System, Citrus College
ranked above its peer groups in all categories related to student persistence,
course completion, and improvement. The report also noted the college’s annual
successful completion rate for basic skills courses, which gained nearly 6
percentage points over the past year.

Program Review and Student Learning Outcomes

Ensure Quality Education

In order to maintain its status as a nationally ranked community college, Citrus
College utilizes two highly effective evaluation processes: program review and
Student Learning Outcomes. These processes are a vital part of an institution’s
accreditation, planning, and decision making processes.

Program review, which is mandated by the California Education Code, is an
important tool for collegewide self-reflection. All areas participate: instructional
programs, student services, instructional support programs, and administrative
support areas. Program review provides the evidence to support academic,
student services, budget, and facilities decisions.

Student Learning Outcomes are the specific, observable, and measurable results
of a learning experience. Learning outcomes are important because they focus on
the heart of the college’s mission: academic excellence, economic opportunity,
and personal achievement.

At Citrus College, program review and Student Learning Outcomes provide a
balanced and interdependent process in determining the institution’s priorities
and plans.

Grants and Awards Fund Opportunities for

Learning and Success

Citrus College’s 2010 accreditation report included a commendation for the
college’s success in obtaining funding from outside sources. Major grants and
funding included:

The Title V HSI Solo Grant, a $2.1 million, five-year grant from the United
States Department of Education that has enabled the college to fund a project,
“Bridges to Success.” This program is designed to increase the success,
persistence, degree completion, and transfer rates of underrepresented
students, including students who place below college level in reading,

math, English, or English as a Second Language; the program also offers a
strengthened pathway to transfer.

“Bridges to Success” implements a variety of strategies to expand academic
and student support services. These include Supplemental Instruction, a series
of weekly review sessions for students that target historically difficult courses,



faculty/peer mentoring programs, expanded career counseling, career learning
communities, new certificates leading to the associate degree, and new
degrees leading to transfer.

In addition, Citrus College was one of 10 California community colleges

to receive a $25,000 Sempra Energy Foundation Grant, which provides
scholarships to community college students seeking certification or training
for green jobs. Other grants received were the Women in Mathematics
grant, which increases female student retention in upper level mathematics
courses; the Basic Skills Initiative that promotes the success of basic skills/
ESL students; and the Governor’s Workforce Investment Act Funds, which
fosters the growth of Citrus College’s Allied Health Programs.

Student Volunteers Take the Classroom to the Community
Students Assist Flu Shot Clinic Efforts

Approximately 50 students from Citrus College’s Nursing Program and more than
40 students from a combined business and sociology class volunteered at local
H1NT1 Flu Shot clinics during the height of L.A. County’s flu vaccination efforts.
The students, under the guidance of business instructor Dr. Timothy Durfield,
volunteered at clinics in Monrovia, Azusa, Alhambra, El Monte, and Monterey
Park. The business and sociology students passed out information and assisted
clients with forms and paperwork, while the nursing students participated in
clinical tasks such as administering the shots.

Cosmetology Program Receives President’s Service Award
The Citrus College Cosmetology Program
was named to the 2009 President’s Higher
Education Community Service Honor Roll,
the highest federal recognition a college or
university can receive for its commitment
to volunteering, service learning and

civic engagement. The Cosmetology
Program received this honor because of its
collaboration with Foothill Unity Center
and the Fred Jordan Mission to help
underprivileged children and assist
the homeless. Cosmetology students
were also active in fund raising for
cancer research.

Student Life Activities Focus omn
Advocacy and Social Awareness

Citrus College students participate in a variety of co-curricular activities offered
by the Office of Student Affairs. Studies show that students who participate in co-
curricular activities are more likely to finish college in a timely fashion, enjoy their
college experience more, and tend to have higher rates of academic success.

Among the many student life activities of 2009-2010 were those emphasizing
advocacy for educational access, increased awareness of social justice issues,
and support of veterans.

One such activity was the “March in March” advocacy event at the State Capitol.
Organized by the Student Senate for California Community Colleges (SSCCC),
“March in March” attracted community college and California State University
students from across the state. Citrus College student leaders who attended the
event met with state legislators and California Community College Chancellor
Jack Scott to address the current issues that affect them, such as escalating
college costs, fewer class offerings, and cuts to student services.

Social Justice Week, an annual event, exposed students to current sacial justice
issues. Topics included a research presentation on human trafficking from the Phi
Theta Kappa honor society; programs on multiculturalism featuring the theatre
performance “The New Faces of America” and the film “The Laramie Project;”

a fundraiser benefiting a local women’s shelter; and a Holocaust remembrance
program.

Citrus College’s Veterans Program has received national acclaim for the
services it offers for student veterans. It also garnered the attention of local
veterans’ advocates, who visited the college for an informational meeting and
tour. Members of the San Gabriel Chapter of the Reserve Officers Association
visited the Veterans Center, where they met with Jesse Ramos, Citrus College
student and president of the Veterans Network. The reserve officers expressed
their support for the student veterans, while Ramos described the meeting as
“enlightening” and the senior veterans as “caring” and “concerned.”

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Student Programs and Services
Facilitate Achievement and Success

Every year, many Citrus College students from across the region receive awards,
honors, and scholarships in recognition of their abilities and talents. The college’s
academic and student support programs play a significant role in facilitating
these students’ accomplishments. The students featured here reside or attended
high school in the five communities that comprise the Citrus Community College
District: Azusa, Claremont, Duarte, Glendora and Monrovia.

Citrus College students can attain their educational goals and prepare for re-
warding careers through three pathways: associate degree, career technical
certificate, or transfer to a four-year college or university. Michael Hubiak
is on track to accomplish all three options. The Azusa resident is completing an
associate of science degree and a certificate of achievement in medium and
heavy diesel truck technology. He plans to transfer to Azusa Pacific University.

The Citrus College Honors Program promotes scholastic excellence for highly
motivated students through an enriched academic environment, close interaction
with faculty, and opportunities to conduct and present original research. Clare-
mont High School graduate Allen Tung, who completed the Honors Program,
was selected to the Phi Theta Kappa 2010 All California Academic Team and
participated in the Honors Transfer Research Council.

The college’s Financial Aid Department and the Citrus College Foundation
collaborate every year to award scholarships that allow current students to con-
' tinue and complete their education at Citrus College. Among the many schol-
Mia Cook arship recipients were Duarte residents Candice Carrasco, Wesley Gunter,
Rebecca Moon, Claudia Pelaez, and Carlos Sanchez.

The support services provided by the college’s Center for Teacher Excellence
provides aspiring teachers with the resources they need to make well-informed

decisions as they prepare for a career in education. Mia Cook of Glendora, who
utilized the services of the center, transferred to the University of La Verne as an
education major and plans to become a high school teacher.

Brandon Lucas has described himself as “the classic story of second chances.”
On returning to college after having established a career, the Monrovia resident
utilized the resources of the Career/Transfer Center, which “kept me focused
on my academic goals and stay on track with my classes.” As a result, Brandon
transferred to UC Berkeley as an English major. His career goal is to become a
university professor.

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Community Engagement Facilitates the College’s Mission

During the 2009-2010 academic year, Citrus College participated in and hosted several
events and tours that enabled the college to engage with local residents and leaders. One
of the most significant events was the sign unveiling announcing the construction of the
Citrus Station of the Metro Gold Line. It is estimated that thousands of students, members
of the public, and college personnel will access the Gold Line to attend classes and com-
munity events, and to commute to-and-from work each day.

The Citrus Station will be located across the street from Citrus College. This close proxim-

ity to the college will meet students’ growing demand for convenient, affordable,

environmentally friendly public transit. In addition, increased student ridership
will introduce a new generation to the benefits of utilizing public trans-
portation.

Other civic and community relations activities included the Fourth Annual
Saluting Our Veterans celebration; the Fourth Annual Senator Bob Huff
Education Summit; a presentation by author and educator Ken Kay; the
Community College Foundation of California Bond Fundraising Event, and
Water Awareness Day.

The superintendent/president and board of trustees also hosted tours for
Congresswoman Judy Chu, Assemblymember Ed Hernandez, and Sempra Energy officials.
These tours enhanced the college’s relationships with elected officials and community and
business leaders, resulting in the invitation to submit a request for a federal appropriations
grant and additional donations in support of Citrus College programs and scholarships.
