3.Compose a statement of interest that addresses the following points. Include your name, home college, and email address.
« Introduce yourself and your motivation for studying abroad on this program.
- What motivates you to apply for this scholarship? Do you have a specific reason or goal for wanting to serve as an AIFS Ambassador?
« Describe any related experiences, talents and abilities that may assist you in this task. What is your vision for the content you will create? What
types of experiences, settings, etc. might you record?
« How you will promote study abroad during your program and when you return to your home college (or after transfer).

4. Provide a letter of recommendation from a college professor who has directly observed your recent, successful academic performance in a college

level class. The recommendation letter must detail your specific contributions to the class, leadership abilities, and any other qualifying information
that supports your candidacy for this award.

Selection will be based upon previous academic achievement and strength of statement.
